Reflections on Next Sunday’s Scripture Readings

Exodus 34:4-6,8-9 Daniel 3:52-56
2 Corinthians 13:11-13 John 3:16-18

Giving 15 the Trimty's way. This weekend we celebrate the
Christian mystery that God is one yet three. This truth
easily can become only a head trip, a reality that we
admire but don't imitate. The dangerous consequence is
that the Trinity becomes a phrase in the Creed rather than
a way of life. Today's readings offer a compelling view of
the Trinity as the pattern for living.

The Exodus scene captures the renewal of Israel's
covenant with God after the people had sined in the
golden calf incident. Moses speaks of the Lord as "a God
merciful and gracious, slow to anger, and abounding in
steadfast love and faithfulness" (vs. 6). The Israelites have
been unfaithful, yet Moses prevails upon God to be
faithful. Yahweh 1s loyal and this forgiveness
demonstrates the giving nature of the Trinity.

Paul pleads with a divided community at Corinth to make
mutual peace a reality and hence to experience God in
therr nudst. In this particular blessing, Paul includes not
only Jesus but also the Spirit and hence asks the
community to appropriate the Trinity's way of life: Jesus'
self-giving in death, the Father's loving surrender of the
Son, and the Spint's creation of fellowship between Christ
and Christian

The gospel passage continues Jesus' dialogue with
Nicodemus. Jesus points out that faith is necessary to
benefit from the gift of the Spint. The Father's sending of
the Son brings salvation to the world. To accept the
message of Jesus is to be caught up in the pattern of
giving, sending, and loving.

In the face of hurt and betrayal, the modern Christian is
asked to reflect on a God who reaches out and forgives.
We too must create peace in the face of factionalism.
Rather than selfishness we must demonstrate giving,
sending, and loving. These are real life attempts to live our
belief in the Trinity. "In the name of the Father, and of the
Son, and of the Holy Spirit" is the legacy and
responsibility of every Christian.

Going On, Ahead

1 go on ahead to prepare a place for you!” Jesus speaks those words to his disciples on the eve of his death as he sits at table
with them and senses their sadness as they grapple with his dying, his going away. His words are meant to console them and
give them the assurance that they aren’t being abandoned. It’s just that he is going on ahead to prepare a place for them to come
and join him later.

That story speaks to me very personally because of how one of my sisters died. She was young, the mother of a large family, and
seemingly too young to leave her young children behind. She was dying of a cancer that, while relentlessly doing its deadly
work, mercifully left her relatively pain-free and clear in mind and heart to the very end. The cancer eventually took her to a
point where she could no longer eat, but could still be nourished for a time by intravenous transfusions. But these too eventually
no longer worked and, once unhooked from the intravenous needles, she was told that she had roughly a week still to live. She
chose to spend those last days in a hospital rather than at home, with her family having easy, 24-hour, access to her hospice bed.

The days leading up to her death were a sacred time. I took her communion several days before she died and, with her head still
very clear, she told me what I should say at her funeral liturgy. She had chosen that exact text where Jesus, on the night before
he dies, tells his heavy-hearted disciples that he is going ahead, fo prepare a place for them. She shared how, before every one of
her children was born, before she went to the hospital to give birth, she had carefully prepared everything at home for the new
arrival, the crib, the diapers, the clothing, the room. She brought each of her children home to a place she had carefully prepared.
And now she was going on ahead of them again, to prepare another place for them.

I preached those words at her funeral and despite our grief and despite the fact that in moments like these there is nothing really
that can be said that takes away the pain, her raw testimony of faith left us with an image that placed us all, not least her husband
and children, inside a bigger story, a faith-narrative, that highlighted two things.

First, the image of her going on ahead of her children awakened our grieving faith to the truth that a mother can go on ahead to
prepare a place for her children in much deeper ways than simply bringing a new-born home from a hospital. Second, her
“going ahead” was also showing her children, and the rest of us, how to die, how to do that act that we all someday must

do. After you watch a good person die, you become less afraid to die yourself because you see how it can be done in an ordinary
way, by an ordinary person, in a way that you can also do. In her dying, she prepared a place for us.

But this isn’t a lesson only about dying. This image, / go on ahead to prepare a place for you, is a metaphor which defines the
essential task of our adult, mature years. Our task of as “elders”, whether that be as a mother or father, an older brother or older
sister, an uncle or an aunt, a teacher, a clergyman, a nurse, a worker, a colleague, or a friend, is to live in such a way so as to
create a place where the young can follow. Our task as adults is to show the young how to live at a place where they’ve never
been as yet.

And it is both a noble and humble task. Most of us cannot live up to the lofty ideals we see lived out in the lives of the great
saints, though their lives have created an ideal place for us. However, while not everyone can live as Mother Teresa did, perhaps
they can live like you do and your life can be their exemplar for meaning, wholeness, anonymous sanctity, and dying without
unnecessary fear.

I’ve been graced to be at the deathbed of a goodly number of ordinary people who died very ordinary looking deaths, with no
choirs of angels silently chanting in the background, no alleluias on their lips, with pain and thirst dominating their concerns,
with their hands being tightly grasped by loved ones, and their hearts still very much focused on the pain of leaving this world.
And that’s not a bad way to die. In how they managed their deaths they prepared a place for me. Looking at how they died, I am
far less fearful and can more readily say: I can do this!

What a grace to have someone go on ahead to prepare a place for you!

Reflections on Next Sunday’s Scripture Readings

Deuteronomy 8:2-3,14b-16a Psalm 147
1 Corinthians 10:16-17 John 6:51-38

Let's be honest: Sunday Eucharist is not always the
most exciting hour of our week. Sometimes we feel
the pressure of going because "we have to"
occasionally we encounter people in church we don't
care for all that much: at times the liturgy seems a

little tedious and maybe even boring.

Today's readings are upsetting invitations to reassess
our eucharistic values. Do we celebrate life or do we
put up with it? Do we appropriate the self-giving of
Jesus or do we focus only on self?

Moses' sermon in this passage from Deuteronomy is
his last instruction to the Israelites as they prepare to
enter the promised land. They must remember how
the Lord fed them with manna during the wilderness
years, how they drank from the flinty rock. Now in
the fertile land they must realize that one does not
live by bread alone. God's Word ensures fullness of
life.

Paul writes to the divided Corinthians who were
making a scandal of the Eucharist. To eat the bread
and drink the wine are genuine participation in the
body and blood of Christ. Eucharist and pagan ritual
are contradictory.

More than likely today's passage from John's Gospel
was originally part of the Last Supper narrative. The
author has reshaped the passage into the bread of life
discourse in John 6:35-50. The focus is now on the
Eucharist. Jesus as the source of life and
nourishment.

As we receive the body and blood of Christ, does the
teaching of John make us aware that we are indeed
caught up in God's life? Corpus Christi is that special
feast that proclaims: To celebrate Eucharist is to
celebrate life.

In the Eucharist we are joined both with Christ
and with each other in love. How are
we and our parish “Eucharist” fo each
other?

Recall an experience of a meal in which you
really felt united with those around the
table. What insights might this lend to
our experience of Eucharist?

In the first reading, God responded fo human’s
need by providing manna. How does
God respond to your long-range needs
for the bread of life? Do you have a
need for the Eucharist?

Jesus gives us himself in Eucharist to nourish
and sustain us. Disciples of Jesus
model his self-giving love. Who are
some of the peaple vou know who give
of themselves for others?

What are your thoughts or feelings as you
receive the Body and Blood of Christ?

One does not live by bread alone...






Spiritual Reflection by Ron Rolheiser, OMI
The Seamless Garment

John of the Cross teaches that within spirituality and morality there are no exempt areas. Simply put, you cannot be a saint or a
highly moral person if you allow yourself a moral exemption or two. Thus, I may not allow myself to split off one moral flaw or
sinful habit and see it as unimportant in the light of my positive qualities and the overall good that I do. For John of the Cross,
you cannot be a saint and have a moral blind-spot, even if it’s a minor one. A bird tethered to a rock, he says, cannot fly
irrespective of whether the cord holding it is a cable or a string.

The same is true for our efforts to protect life and foster justice in our world. The protection of life and the promotion of justice
are all of one piece. We cannot be an authentic prophet and have a few moral blind spots.

A huge consequence flows from this, namely, we cannot treat issues like abortion, nuclear war, lack of ecological sensitivity, the
plight of refugees, racism, sexism, poverty and inequality, poor access to health care, unequal access to education, sexual
irresponsibility, and discrimination against the LGBT community in isolation from each other, as if these were wholly discrete
issues. Whether we admit it or not, these areas are all inextricably interconnected. To quote Cardinal Bernardin: “The success of
any one of the issues concerning life requires a concern for the broader attitude in society about the respect for human

life.” That’s a strong challenge for all of us, on all sides of the ideological spectrum.

Thus, those of us who are concerned about abortion need to accept that the problem of abortion cannot be effectively addressed
without at the same time addressing issues of poverty, access to health care, sexual morality, and even capital punishment. The
interconnection here is not wholly mystical. It’s real. Abortion is driven more by poverty and lack of adequate support than by
any liberal ideology. Hence, the struggle against abortion must also focus on the issues of poverty and support for pregnant
women. As well, to morally accept killing in one area (capital punishment) helps sanction its acceptance in another area
(abortion). Sexual morality must also be addressed since abortion is the inevitable bi-product of a society within which two
people who are not married to each other have sex with each other.

It’s all one piece, and any opposition to abortion that fails to adequately recognize the wider perspective that more fully
defines Pro-life leaves many sincere people unable to support anti-abortion groups.

Conversely, those of us who are concerned with the issues of poverty, health-care, capital punishment, ecology, war, racism,
sexism, and LGBT rights, need to accept that these issues cannot be effectively addressed without also addressing the issue of
abortion. Again, the interconnection isn’t just mystical, it’s empirical: Failure to be sensitive to who is weak and vulnerable in
one area deeply compromises one’s moral standing on other issues that deal with the weak and the vulnerable. We must advocate
for and strive to protect everyone who falls victim within our present way of living, and that includes the unborn.

It’s all of one piece! There can be no exempt areas, thus opposition to the protection of the unborn is not just antithetical to
what’s central within a social justice agenda, but it, perhaps more than anything else, leaves liberal ideology and its political allies
compromised in a way that allows many sincere people to withhold their support.

Clearly, of course, nobody is asked to give equal energy to every justice issue in the world. Accepting that none of these issues
can be effectively dealt within isolation shouldn’t stop us from passionately working on one issue or another. But knowing that
these issues are all of one piece does demand that we always recognize that, however important our particular issue, we may not
see it in simple black and white, without nuance, as an issue that can be dealt with within one ideological, political, or religious
silo. We must always be sensitive to the whole, to the big picture, to the intricate interconnections among all these social issues.

And, not least, we must be humble before and sensitive to our own moral inconsistencies.

We will, this side of eternity, always have them and we must forgive ourselves for them and not let perfection, that fact we can’t
be fully consistent, be the enemy of the good, that fact that we can do some good work that is effective. But acknowledging both
our own inconsistencies and the complexities of the issues should make us more open to listening to the views of others and make
us less doctrinaire and fundamentalist in our own attitudes.

All the issues that deal with justice and peace, are of one piece, one whole, one moral corpus, one seamless garment; and, like the
soldiers casting dice for Jesus’ clothing, we should hesitate to tear this garment into different pieces.

Father Tom s Letter

Dear Friends,

We know Moses led the Israelites out of slavery through the desert. Today’s first reading has him speaking to
them years later. Fr. Jude Siciliano, OP, says:

It is 40 years later and the desert travelers have been through a lot together. Now they are a community. How
did that happen? They suffered together and were tested all along the way. For those 40 years they would have
had to work together if they were to survive. As a result they had come to know, through their common
struggle, one another and their God. How did that happen? Moses reminds them of the mighty and constant
deeds God performed on their behalf. So, it’s clear that when Moses addresses "you" he is not speaking to just
one person, but to a newly formed community. They never would have been able to survive, or been formed into
a people, had it not been for God’s constant help. As they are about to enter the Promised Land, Moses wants
them to remember what God has done to form them into a community of believers....

We, a community formed by God'’s liberating Word, and nourished by the Body and Blood of Christ, must do
the same to the stranger and the outsider — it is what God has done for us and is a way to "remember" and
show our gratitude. We, the people also blessed by God, join our ancestors who ate manna in the desert and
proclaim with them, "Praise the Lord, Jerusalem."

Today, we as community celebrate the feast of the Body and Blood of Christ. As we consume the consecrated
host and the consecrated wine, let us pray with Anne Osdieck’s words:

Jesus, you pitched your tent among us
and for a wonderful time you walked among us.

When it was time to go you did not leave us orphans, but instead, in a different way,
as our bread and wine, our essential food and drink you stayed!

Make us your eyes, your ears, your heart. Let us bring your love to everyone.

Happy Father's Day! Today it is our joy to remember you with gratitude and to pray that you might continue to
be instruments in God's hands as you pass on the Spirit's gifts of wisdom, understanding and knowledge to your
children, grandchildren and godchildren.

Reflections on Next Sunday’s Scripture Readings

Jeremiah 20:10-13 Psalm 69
Romans 5:12-15 Matthew 10:26-33

Nothing worthwhile ever comes easy. We are told this as
we grow up. and we tell our youth the same thing. But do
we believe it? Do we look for the easy way out of
problems? Do we work hard, help others, and presume we

are entitled to "the good life"?

Because Jeremiah's message was one of gloom and doom
for the people who refused to honor God. it was
understandably not well-received. He found himself the
object of persecution because he proclaimed the Word of
God, and yet he carried on.

In Matthew's gospel, Jesus assures us that Christian life
won't be easy: "Do not fear those who kill the body but
cannot kill the soul" (Matthew 10:28). "Tell in the light." he
says (Matthew 10:27).

Paul's message on freedom and life reminds us that nothing
worthwhile ever comes easy. Only through the ultimate
sacrifice of Jesus were we liberated from sin and death.
Life eternal was won for us at a great price -- the passion
and death of our Savior.

"The good life" may often seem an unattainable one. as we
struggle to love God and neighbor and self in a manner
worthy of the name Christian. We too live in a world that
refuses to honor God. We live among those who abuse and
ridicule and those who kill, but we must carry on. Eternally
good life awaits us. As seen in today's gospel. we have
Jesus' very Word on it.

Spiritual Reflection by Ron Rolheiser, OMI
Christianity and Noon-Day Fatigue

There’s a popular notion which suggests that it can be helpful to compare every century of Christianity’s existence to one year
of life. That would make Christianity twenty-one years old, a young twenty-one, grown-up enough to exhibit a basic maturity
but still far from a finished product. How insightful is this notion?

That’s a complex question because Christianity expresses itself in communities of worship and in spiritualities that vary
greatly across the world. For instance, just to speak of churches, it is difficult to speak of the Christian church in any global
way: In Africa, for the most part, the churches are young, full of young life, and exploding with growth, with all the strengths
and problems that come with that. In Fastern Europe the churches are still emerging from the long years of oppression under
communism and are struggling now to find a new balance and new energy within an ever-intensifying secularity. Latin
American churches have given us liberation theology for a reason. There the issues of social injustice and those advocating for
it in Jesus’ name and those reacting against them have deeply colored how church and spirituality are lived and

understood. In Asia, the situation is even more complex. One might talk of four separate ecclesial expressions and
corresponding spiritualities in Asia: There is Buddhist Asia, Hindu Asia, Moslem Asia, and a seemingly post-Christian Asia.
Churches and spiritualities express themselves quite differently in these different parts of Asia. Finally there is still Western
Europe and North America, the so-called “West”. Here, it would seem, Christianity doesn’t radiate much in the way of either
youth or vitality, but appears from most outward appearances to be aged, grey-haired, and tired, an exhausted project.

How accurate is this as a picture of Christianity in Western Europe, North America, and other highly secularized part of the
world? Are we, as churches, old, tired, grey-haired, and exhausted?

That’s one view, but the picture admits of other interpretations. Sigmund Freud and Karl Marx, along with many
Enlightenment figures, saw Christianity as a spent project, as a dying reality, its demise the inevitable death of childhood
naiveté. But Pierre Teilhard de Chardin, looking at the same evidence, saw things in exactly the opposite way. For him,
Christianity was still “in diapers”, struggling still to grow in maturity, a child still learning to walk; hence its occasional
stumbles. Contemporary spiritual writer, Tomas Halik, the recent winner of the prestigious Templeton Award, suggests still
another picture. For Halik, Christianity in the West is undergoing a ‘“noon-day fatigue”, a writer’s block, a crisis of
imagination. In this, he is very much in agreement with what Charles Taylor suggests in his monumental study, 4 Secular
Age. For Taylor, what we are experiencing today is not so much a crisis of faith as a crisis of imagination and integration.
Older Christian writers called this a “dark night of the soul”, and Halik suggests that it is happening to us not at the end of the
day but at noontime.

My own sympathies are very much with Halik. Christianity, the churches, and the spiritualities in Western Europe and North
America aren’t old and dying, a spent project. Rather they are young, figuratively speaking only twenty-one years old, with
still some growing up to do. But, and here is where I agree with conservative critics, growth into that maturity is not
guaranteed but is rather contingent upon us making some clear choices and hard commitments inside a genuine faith. As any
parent can tell you, there are no guarantees that a twenty-one year old will grow to maturity. The opposite can also happen, and
that’s true too for Christianity and the churches today. There are no guarantees.

But, inside of faith and inside the choices and commitments we will have to make, it is important that we situate ourselves
under the correct canopy so as to assign to ourselves the right task. We are not old and dying. We are young, with our
historical afternoon still to come, even as we are presently suffering a certain “noon-day fatigue”. Our afternoon still lies ahead
and the task of the afternoon is quite different than the task of the morning or the evening. As James Hillman puts it: “The
early years must focus on getting things done, while the later years must consider what was done and how.”

But the afternoon years must focus on something else, namely, the task of deepening. Both spirituality and anthropology agree
that the afternoon of life is meant to be an important time within which to mature, an important time for some deeper inner
work, and an important time to enter more deeply our own depth. Note that this is a task of deepening and not one of
restoration.

Like the early followers of Jesus, we need to
stay rooted in God’s Word. What I say to you in the darkness, speak in the light. Fr. Jude Siciliano, OP,
reflects:

Ultimately, in the final judgment, Jesus
assures his followers, the truth will come out. Meanwhile, they will endure suffering because they are his
followers and must still proclaim the truth openly — "proclaim on the housetops."

I hope all of you get to enjoy some family fun at our Parish Festival. Many, many thanks to all those whose
hard work makes this festival possible.

Reflections on Next Sunday’s Scripture Readings

2 Kings 4:8-11,14-16 Psalm 89
Romans 0:3-4;8-11 Matthew 10:37-42

Human judgment about the value of an individual 1s not
necessarily God's judgment. Sometimes we look at others
in terms of what they have accomplished or in terms of
what they are able to accomplish for us. Today's Scripture
readings give a different measure, a measure of divine
priorities.

Elisha was a prophet in the ninth century B.C. The
wealthy woman from the town of Shunem in the northern
kingdom of Israel discovers more than a great personality
in Elisha. She describes him to her husband as a holy man
of God. She sees beyond externals to detect the presence
of God. The guest room symbolizes this perception. Elisha
is God's emissary and so is worthy of respect and charity.

Paul emphasizes the transformation experience of death
and resurrection. Through baptism, the Christian dies with
Christ and 1s buried with him_ The Christian also shares in
Jesus' Resurrection, since, as a result, the Christian 1s
called upon to live a new life. At the same time the
Christian looks forward to the Parousia, the Second
Comung. For Paul this transformation means that the
person is nothing less then a new creation. All distinctions
based on race, social status, and sex are leveled. To
apprazse a Chrnstian 1s to measure that person's
overwhelming dignity. God is the measure of values.

Matthew concludes his missionary discourse by lining up
the members of his community: apostles, prophets, holy
people, and lowly ones. To accept any one of these 1s to
accept Jesus. Their value derives from Jesus. Thus, even a
glass of cold water has great value because the giver
recognizes the dignity of the person.

The emancipation proclamation of Paul is challengmg. We
must not evaluate people on the basis of ethnic origin,
social status, or gender. The nondiscriminatory message of
Matthew's Jesus may upset us. The modern versions of
"lowly ones" are not always high on our list of preferred
associates. Our God's criteria for value must be our
measure, a message as revolutionary today as it was in
Jesus' time.

Being Good-Hearted is Not Enough

|Charity is about being good-hearted, but justice is about something more. Individual sympathy is good and virtuous, but it
doesn’t necessarily change the social, economic, and political structures that unfairly victimize some people and unduly
|privilege others. We need to be fair and good of heart, but we also need to have fair and good policies.

Jim Wallis, speaking more-specifically about racism, puts it this way: When we protest that we are not implicated in
[unjust systems by saying things like: “I have black friends”, we need to challenge ourselves: It’s not just what’s in our
hearts that’s at issue; it’s also what'’s at the heart of public policy. We can have black friends but if our policies are racist
[there’s still no justice in land. Individual good will alone doesn’t always make for a system that’s fair to everyone.

And it’s precisely on this point where we see the crucial distinction between charity and justice, between being good-
earted as individuals and trying as a community to ensure that our social, economic, and political systems are not
hemselves the cause of the very things we are trying to respond to in charity. What causes poverty, racism, economic
disparity, lack of fair access to education and health care, and the irresponsibility with which we often treat nature?
Individual attitudes, true. But injustice is also the result of social, economic, and political policies that, whatever their

|other merits, help produce the conditions that spawn poverty, inequality, racism, privilege, and the lack of conscientious
concern for the air we breathe.

ay: There was a town built alongside a river, but situated around a bend so that the townsfolk could see only that part of
he river that bordered their town. One day a few of the children were playing by the river when they saw five bodies
floating in the water. They quickly ran for help and the townspeople they alerted did what any responsible persons would
do in that situation. They took care of the bodies. Pulling them from the river they found that two were dead and they
uried them. Three were still alive. One was a child for whom they quickly found a foster home; another was a severely
ill woman, her they put in a hospital; the last was a young man and, for him, they found a job and a place to live.

F’ost of us, I suspect, are familiar with a story that’s often used to distinguish between charity and justice. It runs this

But the story didn’t end there. The next day more bodies appeared and, again, the townsfolk responded as before. They
ook care of the bodies. They buried the dead, placed the sick in hospitals, found foster homes for the children, and jobs
and places to live for the adults. And so it went on for years so that taking care of the bodies that they found each day
ecame a normal feature of their lives and became part of the life of their churches and their community. A few
altruistically motivated people even made it their life’s work to take care of those bodies.

But ... and this is the point, nobody ever went up the river to see from where and for what reasons those bodies kept

appearing each day in the river. They just remained good-hearted and generous in their response to the bodies that found
heir way to their town.

The lesson is clear enough: It’s one thing (needed, good, and Christian) to take care of the needy bodies we find on our
doorsteps, but it’s another thing (also needed, good, and Christian) to go upstream to try to change the things that are
causing those bodies to be in the river. That’s the difference between good-hearted charity and acting for social justice.

Sadly though, as good church-going Christians we have been too slow to grasp this and consequently have not brought the
demands of Jesus and faith to bear as strongly upon the question of social justice as we have been to bring them to bear

pon charity. Too many, good, good-hearted, church-going, charitable women and men simply do not see the demands of
justice as being anything beyond the demands of private charity and good-heartedness. And so we are often good-hearted
enough that we will, literally, give a needy person the shirt off our back even as we refuse to look at why our closets are
overfull while some others don’t have a shirt.

But this should not be misunderstood. The gospel-demand that we act for justice does not in any way denigrate the virtue
of charity. Charity is still the ultimate virtue and, sometimes, the only positive difference we can make in our world is
|precisely the, one-to-one, love and respect that we give to each other. Our own individual goodness is sometimes the only
